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Mankato City Ordinances
The City of Mankato is a nice place to live and raise a family.   It is a beautiful oasis in the middle of Jewell County.  However, to improve and maintain the welcoming appearance, safety, and security for its citizens, city ordinances are necessary to ensure set standards are fair and uniform. Some examples are:

Examples of bad housekeeping are:
· uncut grass and vegetation, 
· open containers of trash and debris
· junk cars and vehicles that do not run or up on blocks
· houses in disrepair or clutter and junk in the yard causing a displeasing appearance 
Other ordinances that are important are dogs: 

· Citizens are allowed only two dogs per household.  

· Dogs must be on a leash and not free roaming.  

· Dogs that bark excessively must be controlled.  

· All dogs must be registered through the city. 
The Mayor, City Council, Sheriffs Department, and City Administrator will be making a concerted effort to clean up Mankato.  Citizens that are in violation will receive a certified letter or knock at the door.  Normally the violation must be corrected within 10 days of the issuance of the letter unless there are extenuating circumstances a 10-day window will not be sufficient to correct the violation.  If the violations are repeatedly ignored it may go to court, and stiff fines may be imposed. 

Most citizens have heard the word “blight.”  Many homes and properties in Mankato are in disrepair and need some TLC.  It takes one or two properties on a block to make the entire block look bad.  Multiply that by forty or fifty it makes the city look bad.  This is a blight on the community. There are many beautiful homes in Mankato and there are many vacant homes not being rented or lived in.  Many of these homes are in disrepair and should be fixed or torn down.  Landlords are ultimately responsible for the upkeep and appearance of their rental properties. If you have a property you do not want, or tired of taking care of, the City’s Landbank Program may be able to help. Stop by the city office for more information if interested.          

We ask that each citizen take the initiative to get rid of your junked or untagged vehicles, mow your yard, and clean up your property before it gets out of hand. When its clean, property value goes up, businesses are more attracted to well taken care of towns, and citizens are healthier and happier. In a nutshell, the overall standard of living is increased.      
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
